3. What is a lark? Why do you think the poet has mentioned them, and what might they be a symbol of?
4. Look at the beginning of the second stanza. Who is the point of view of the poem from?
5. In the last stanza, what does the narrator of the poem want the reader to do?
6. Do you agree with them, that this is the right thing to do? Or do you disagree? Why do you think so?
7. Overall, how would you describe the mood of this poem?
