Music
Continuing with our lessons about Henry Purcell, who was a British composer from
the 1600’s, we are going to learn some body percussion and read some notation to
go with a phrase of the tune. We are also going to learn about rondo. Rondo (or
Rondeau) is a music shape with a recurring theme. The theme is alternated with
contrasting ‘episodes’. When you listen to the piece, can you identify the
contrasting ‘episode’. It is a variation of the initial part. Listen and watch the video
again. https://www.bbc.co.uk/teach/ten-pieces/KS2-
henry-purcell-abdelazer-rondeau/zmvyb82 Learn the
body percussion for the first part of the music.
