What Is Ramadan? 
Ramadan is:

•	 a religious festival celebrated by muslims which lasts for 29 or 30 
days;

•	 a time to remember when the Qur’an was given to Muhammad.
What Do Muslims Do During Ramadan?
•	They go to the mosque.
•	They read the Qur’an.
•	They give up bad habits.
•	They give money to charity.
•	They fast during daylight hours.  
This means they won’t eat or drink between  
sunrise and sunset.

What Happens at the End of Ramadan?
Eid al-Fitr is the festival at the end of Ramadan. It lasts for 3 days. 
People celebrate with their families by praying, sharing special meals 
and giving gifts.
